L BACKGROUND

On February 23, 2018, Atlantic City Electric Company (“ACE” or “Company”) filed a petition (“PIV
Petition”) with the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (“Board” or “BPU”) for approval of a
Voluntary Program for Plug-In Vehicle (“PIV”) Charging (“PIV Program”).

By Board Order dated March 26, 2018, the Board determined that the PIV Petition should be
retained by the Board for hearing and, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:2-32, designated myself as the
presiding officer authorized to rule on all motions that arise during the pendency of these
proceedings and modify any schedules that may be set as necessary to secure a just and
expeditious determination of the issues.
